Where is Cape Coral?

Cape Coral is located in Lee County, Florida, United States. With over

400 miles of navigable waterways, Cape Coral has more miles of canals than
any other city on earth. According to estimates as of 2009, the city had a
population of 167,917, making it the largest city in Southwest Florida. The
population estimate for the Cape Coral-Fort Myers metropolitan area was
more than 623,725 as of April 2008.

Cape Coral is bordered on the south and east by the Caloosahatchee River
and on the west by Matlacha Pass. The city of Fort Myers lies across the
Caloosahatchee River to the south and east, and Matlacha and Pine Island lie
across Matlacha Pass to the west.

Cape Coral is connected to Fort Myers by two bridges. The Cape Coral Bridge
connects Cape Coral Parkway ta College Parkway in Fort Myers. The Midpoint
Memorial Bridge connects Veterans Parkway to Colonial Boulevard.
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*Median age is 43. (ESRI, 2009)
*Median home value is $221,902 and median household income is
$56,072. (ESRI Sept. 2008)

*57% of population is working age (18 — 65 years).

*87% of the work force has a high school diploma or better. Second lowest
index crime rate of Florida cities with populations over 150,000.

One of the most attractive features of Cape Coral and Southwest Florida is its terrific year-round weather. The area
averages 335 days of bright sunshine each year (the other 30 days are just moderate sunshine). While the summers
are very warm, humid and rainy, the winters in Cape Coral are absolutely beautiful.

Southwest Florida receives about 53 inches of rain each year, the
majority of which falls from May through September. During the
summer months, afternoon rains regularly roll in with heavy
downpours and stormy conditions that may last only a couple of hours
before subsiding. Then the sun reappears, heat and humidity retumn,
and all is well until the next day when the cycle begins again.

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History of Cape Coral

The Rosen Brothers

Cape Coral was founded in 1957, when brothers Jack and Leonard Rosen
purchased a 103-sq mile tract of land, formerly known as Redfish Point. Filled with
barren wetlands and wild palmetto thickets, the brothers formed The Gulf
American Corporation to develop the "Waterfront Wonderland”, and on November
4th of that year, ground was officially broken as Cape Coral.

Creating The Canal System

A year later the first residents moved in. These pioneers had to drive a long
distance to get anywhere — almost 20 miles for a loaf of bread! So the Rosens took
action, and carefully plotted the community. They brought in the largest single
shipment of earth-moving equipment in Florida development history to begin
digging more than 400 miles of canals. The soil dredged up from the canals was
then used as fill dirt for home sites to bring the level of the ground up to the
required 5 feet 6 inches.

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Cape Coral Comes Alive

Soon, with major promoting through mail order programs and ads on radio,
television and print media, northerners slowly made their way down south to the
blossoming city. The brothers sold nearly all of the 350,000 residential building
sites to people who lived in other states. Cape Coral continued to grow extremely
quickly, recording 10,000 residents within the first ten years of its existence.

Cape Coral Today

Just over 50 years later, this relatively young city thrives with life. By 2009, "The
Cape” is known as one of the safest cities in Florida, and has developed into the
5% fastest growing town in the nation with a population doubling every decade. It
even remains the 2™ largest city in Florida in terms of land mass, stretching
across 114-sq miles. Filled with parks, canals, excitement and opportunity, it's
easy to see why Cape Coral is quickly becoming one of the country’s best kept
secrets.
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
